The children who survived the Holocaust were those mainly

who were deported on convoys 77, 78, 80, and 81, which left

during July and August 1944, and were the last convoys.

Convoy 81, which left Toulouse, did not end in Birkenau,

but arrived either in Buchenwald or Ravensbruck. 

The ALLOUCH children all survived. This photo shows

three of the four Allouch children. From left to right : Alex,

age 11, born in Constantine, Algeria ; at his left is Nancy,

age 13, also born in Constantine ; and Jean-Claude, age 3,

who was born in Toulouse (Haute-Garonne department)

where the family lived at 3, place Olivier. Dorine, age 8, is

not in this photo. 
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
