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Fred ABRAHAM, 16 ans, né au Luxembourg
de parents allemands, Max et Toni, a été arrété avec sa mere et son grand-pere,
Louis, a Eymoutiers (Haute-Vienne) par les Allemands.
Ils ont été déportés par le convoi n°® 72 du 29 avril 1944 sauf Fred,
parti vers Kaunas ou Tallin, par le convoi n® 73 du 15 mai 1944.
Le pere de Fred était volontaire dans les services spéciaux britanniques.

Fred ABRAHAM, age 16, was born in Luxembourg.

His parents were German. Fred’s father, Max, was a volunteer in the British
special services. Fred lived with his mother, Tony, and his grandfather, Louis,
in Eymoutiers (Haute-Vienne department) at 4 Rue Saint-Psalmet.

The family was arrested by the Germans and interned in the camp of Limoges.
His mother and grandfather were deported first on convoy 72.

Fred was deported either to Kaunas or Tallin on convoy 73, May 15, 1944.
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
