Erwin BACKENROTH, age 16, was born in Vienna, Austria, as were his parents, Samuel and
Valeria. During the huge roundup of the Stateless Jews in the Free Zone, the gendarmerie arrested
all of them in Mareuil-sur-Belle (Dordogne department). They were interned in the camp of Nexon.
Erwin and his parents were deported on convoy 28, September 4, 1942.
